Guidelines:  
Under 13 years should not ride in the front seat 

ï especially with an active airbag.  
Over 40 lbs (18 kg) should be properly buckled 

into a booster seat until they weigh 80 lbs (36 

kg) or measure 4ô9ò (145cm). 
When ready for an adult seatbelt, wear the 

shoulder belt over the shoulder (not under 

their arm or across the neck) and the lap belt 

should sit low on the hips.
